¾ This event was a great success with 

approximately 125 people taking part 

and plenty of fish being caught.



¾ One of the fish caught was a 3.2 lb Rainbow Trout.

üThis was caught by the family of David and Cheryl 

MacLaren.











¾ This year from June to September  we were 
able to measure the water quality of all the 
watersheds in our jurisdiction with a YSI meter 
that was on loan from the Department of 
Fisheries and Oceans.

¾ The following data was collected twice per 
month:
üWater temperatures

üDissolved oxygen
üSalinity

üConductivity

¾ The data collected will be very beneficial in 
assessing changes to the watersheds.



¾ As in previous years, employees of the 

Fish and Wildlife Division of the Provincial 

Department of Environment, Energy, and 

Forestry came to the Souris River to 

conduct electro fishing activities.

¾ Three different sections were fished to 

obtain an idea of fish species and 

populations in the Souris River.





¾ Beavers continue to be an issue in the Souris and Area 
watersheds. In an effort to control beaver populations in our 
watersheds we have submitted Beaver Management Plans to 
the Department of Environment, Forestry and Energy. To date all 
plans have been approved with the exception of East Lake.
